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Assembly And Installation

1. Partially install six #10-24 x 5/8" button head cap screws (E) 
into column (A). (See Figure 1)

2. Install bolt plate (C) inside column (A) channel. (See Figure 
2)

3. Use four #10-24 x 1/2" flat head cap screws (F) to secure 
two base plates (D) to column (A) and bolt plate (C). (See 
Figure 2)

4. Use two #10-24 lock nuts (L) to install VESA adapter (G) to 
column (A). (See Figure 3)

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5. Route tablet cord (if applicable) through column (A) and 
through hole on VESA adapter (G).  (See Figure 4)

6. Install column cover (B) onto column (A) making sure 
keyholes are onto screws and cable is routed through the 
bottom gap on cover. (See Figure 4)

7. Tighten all screws (F) to secure cover (B) to column (A). 
(See Figure 4)

8. Select proper length screw to use for tablet being installed. 

9. Use two selected screws (H, J or K) into lower two mounting 
holes on tablet. (See Figure 5)

10. Insert two installed screws (H, J or K) into lower drop holes 
on VESA adapter (G). (See Figure 5)

11. Use two selected screws (H, J or K) to secure table to VESA 
adapter (G). (See Figure 6)

Cable Management

1. Loosen screws (E) holding cover (B) to column (A) and 
remove cover (B). (See Figure 7)

2. Route component cable(s) using middle and lower 
openings on cover (B). (See Figure 7)

3. Reinstall cover (B) and tighten screws (E) to secure cover 
(B) to column (A). (See Figure 7)

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Bolt to Floor (Optional)

The HFSVS mount may be bolted to the floor for increased 
security or stability. Hardware is NOT provided for this 
installation.

IMPORTANT ! : Base plates (D) must be attached to 
column (A) and bolt plate (C) before being bolted to floor.

1. Use base plates (D) as a template to mark holes on floor at 
desired mounting location.

2. Drill holes at marked locations according to instructions of 
hardware being used for installation. (See Figure 8)

3. Use hardware (not included) to secure base plates (D) to 
floor. (See Figure 8)

Tilt Adjustment

1. Loosen tilt adjustment knobs on VESA adapter (G) by 
turning them counter-clockwise. (See Figure 9)

2. Tilt to desired position. (See Figure 9)

3. Tighten tilt adjustment knobs on VESA adapter (G) by 
turning them clockwise. (See Figure 9)

Rubber Feet Installation (Optional)

NOTE:  Up to six rubber feet (P) may be installed to bottom of 
base for increased stability.

1. Remove adhesive from behind rubber feet (P) and install 
feet on underside of base. (See Figure 10)

NOTE:  Place two front feet as far forward as possible and two 
rear feet as far back as possible to maintain stability. 
Remaining feet can be omitted or placed as desired to 
stabilize the stand.
